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DETAILS:

Below are the results of the Hall A electron happex survey performed June 30, 2003.  The coordinate system is relative to the centerline of the vertical drift chamber (VDC), with a +Z running horizontally towards downstream, (not pitched along the spectrometer axis).  A +X is to the beam left, and +Y is coming out perpendicular from the face.  The Z, X, and Y coordinates are to points measured on the beam left side of the happex used to determine the pitch, yaw, and roll angles.  The roll angle is calculated from a plane perpendicular to the face of the VDC, which has been rotated parallel to the beam left side of the happex.  Values are in millimeters and degrees.
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
